Read all instructions carefully and completely before installing your new exhaust system!

1. Remove the two bolts holding the drivers right footpeg/floorboard assembly to the frame.

2. Remove the two zip ties that hold the rear brake reservoir hose and rear brake light switch wire to
the frame being careful not to damage the wire or hose.

3. Unbolt the rear brake master cylinder reservoir and cover from the stock bracket setting the stock
bolt aside for future reassembly. Do not disconnect the brake line.

4. Remove the stock exhaust system setting the stock exhaust flange nuts aside for future
reassembly.

5. Remove the stock exhaust-mounting bracket located at the rear of the frame.

6. Attach the bent end of the supplied master cylinder relocation bracket to the stock rear brake
reservoir bracket using the stock bolt, see Figure 1.
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7. Attach the reservoir and cover to the backside of the supplied reservoir bracket using the supplied
M6 bolt and nylock nut.

8. Attach the rear brake reservoir hose and brake light switch wire to the frame down tube with the
supplied 6” zip tie so they do not interfere with the Cobra exhaust system.

9. Install the supplied exhaust-mounting bracket where the stock exhaust bracket was located by
inserting the two supplied M8 bolts through the mounting bracket and into the frame, see
Figure 2, (do not tighten at this time).

* Cobra® recommends you always wear a helmet while riding. Please never operate your motorcycle while under
the influence of alcohol and/or drugs.

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Install the front and rear pipes on to the motorcycle using the stock nuts, bolts and supplied 5/16”
flange bolts but DO NOT TIGHTEN at this time.

Make sure the front and rear exhaust assemblies are parallel to the ground then tighten the
following in order, exhaust bracket to the frame, head pipe flanges to the motor (slowly tighten
opposing nut), and exhaust assembly to the exhaust bracket.

On the heatshields unscrew the remaining hose clamps and feed the tail end of the clamp through
the clips on the inside. The screw end of the hose clamp should be accessible for tightening but
not visible when the heatshields are mounted to the pipes.

To install the front heatshield, first slide the rear portion of the heatshield over the muffler,
continue to slowly slide it forward pushing the front of the shield gently into place between the
frame and motor (Hint: Spread the hose clamps apart slightly to make it easier to slide them over
the rear of the exhaust and head pipe area.) Snug the heatshield clamps but DO NOT TIGHTEN.

Install the rear heatshield the same way as the front heatshield.

Install one billet tip on each heatshield making sure the ends of the tips are parallel with each
other. Fasten the tips with the supplied 1/4" buttonhead screws making sure they snug up against
the heatshield leaving no gap between the tip and heatshield when tighten. If it is difficult to
slide the tips into the heatshields loosen the clamps on the heatshield, failure to do this
may cause damage to the chrome tips.

Tighten the clamps on the heatshields.
Reinstall footpeg/floorboard assembly with the stock bolts and tighten.

Make sure all the hardware (brackets, headpipes, heatshields, and tips) has been tightened
appropriately and cleaned before starting your motorcycle.
