1. Remove the stock freeway bar and discard the hardware.

2. Carefully rotate the Cobra® freeway bar into position between the frame down-tubes and front tire. NOTE: Make
sure not to capture or pinch the clutch cable with the freeway bar. Position the freeway bar’s upper mount behind
the down-tube frame brace. Align the holes in the freeway bar’s lower mounts with the threaded bosses on the
frame tubes. See Figure 1.

3. Insert the (2) supplied 3/8”-16 x 1” buttonhead bolts thru the freeway bar’s lower mounts and thread into the
bosses mentioned in Step 2; See Figure 1 and 2. DO NOT FULLY TIGHTEN.

4. Secure the upper portion of the freeway bar by inserting the supplied 5/16”-18 x 1” buttonhead bolt thru the
down-tube frame brace and thread into the freeway bar‘s upper mount. DO NOT FULLY TIGHTEN.

5. Make sure freeway bar is aligned properly then fully tighten the 5/16-18” bolt followed by the (2) 3/8”-16 bolts.
